Solo & Ensemble Festival
Policies and Procedures

Membership Requirements:

The private studio or school music teacher of the student soloist or small
ensemble entering the Solo and Ensemble Festival must be a current member of
NAfME with a membership that does not expire before the event.

Entry Categories and Requirements

Solo entries are welcome for all instruments and voices. Soloists must
perform live, with either pre-recorded music, or a live accompanist if selected
repertoire requires it.

Small ensemble entries are welcome for chamber music consisting of
instruments from the above categories. There is a maximum of 15 performers per
ensemble group.

All genres of music are acceptable; however, those wishing to be considered
for state level solo/ensemble should perform traditional art repertoire: Jazz, Pop and
Broadway Show music will not be accepted for state level solo/ensemble.

Accompaniment may be pre-recorded, or live.
Length of Performance:

Live performers should arrive at least 15 minutes before performance time for
check-in and warmup. Solos may not exceed 10 minutes in performance length.
Ensemble performances may not exceed 14 minutes in performance length.

Soloists and ensembles participating over zoom should log in 10 minutes prior
to performance time.

Ensemble (Two or more performers) = $30.00 per ensemble.
